3. A dozen privately owned ultralites

4. Several small home-built and store-bought powered airplanes.

5. A Schweizer 2-33 two place glider trainer.  This glider is available to rent to the general public with no requirement to be a member of any club or glider organization.  Any of six Flight Instructors are available by appointment if needed for glider check out, area check out, flight training, BFR, or etc.

6. FAA Designated Glider Pilot Examiner with authorization to administer the following Glider Practical Tests.  Private Glider Pilot, Commercial Glider Pilot, and Glider Flight Instructor “add on” (to existing “power” CFI Certificate), Glider Flight Instructor Renewal (2 year), and Glider Flight Instructor Revalidation (expired Certificate) 

Facilities:

2. Two large steel hangers, 90% occupied.  Possibly room for 2 or 3 additional gliders on temporary basis.
3. Two half mile long, parallel, grass runways.
